For all ordinary work the Camers bs manipulated the same as any other
imstrument, enly 1t sheuld be pisced level upen lis support. The Camera is
set up much in the same way 43 any other Camera, aud the Proat automatically
fives itself in a5 upright position, and exactly parallel with the focussing
screen, M with the Front so fixed, the focal length is mot great
encugh for the Lens in use, all that ia necessary is to rack out the Frame
by the Rack and Pimiom, until the proper extension s obtained, just the
same a8 with an ondinary Camera. Should, bowever, the extension be too
great for the Lens i use, instead of racking out the Prame, simply release
the screws on eitber side of the Camera Base and push the Body forward
past the focal point, and thes, by the aid of the Rack and Pinion, sdfust
the focus of the Less.
